Committee
Reports

Audit Committee: In the absence of Mr. Lamoreaux, Mr. Dobson asked
Mt. Petty to present the Audit Committee report. Mr. Petty reported on
the Audit Committee meeting that was held prior to the regular meeting,
The budget analysis and the check register were reviewed and approved
by the committee. Mr. Petty stated that through November 2005, the
District’s operating deficit was about $117,000 as compared to the
annual budgeted deficit of about $2,400,000. M. Petty attributed such
reduction in the 2005 operating deficit to reductions in water costs
resulting from the use of Salt/Verde sutface water in place of CAP
water; reduced aquatic herbicide costs; reduced labor costs resulting .
from vacant employee positions; deferment of HQ Office rehabilitation
costs; and, reductions in expenditures across most accounts resulting
from cost-cutting measures. The Audit Committee report was accepted
as presented.

AUDIT

Labor Committee: No report.

Water Committee: Mrs. Stewart reported that the SRP Salt reservoir
system was currently 82% full; that the SRP Verde reservoir system was uATER
currently 53% full; that the combined SRP Salt and Verde reservoir
system was cutrently 78% full; and, that the combined SRP Salt and. 12/2005
Verde reservoir system was 41% full at this time last year. M. Petty %
reported that the District sold about 2,600 AF of water during
December as compared to about 1,200 AF that had been budgeted. Mr.

Petty stated that the District used about 24,925 AF of the 25,000 AF of

Active Resource Management (“ARM”) CAP water during 2005.
