Mr. Riggs made a motion that the Minutes for the Regular Meeting held
on January 3, 2006 be approved. Mr. Lamoreaux seconded the motion;
and, the Board unanimously approved the motion.
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COMMITTEE REPORTS

Audit Committee: Mr, Lamoreaux reported on the Audit Committee
meeting that was held prior to the regular meeting. The budget analysis
and the check register were reviewed and approved by the committee.
The Audit Committee report was accepted as presented.

Labor Committee: No report.

Water Committee: Mrs. Stewart reported that the SRP Salt reservoir
system was currently 81% full; that the SRP Verde reservoir system was
currently 51% full; that the combined SRP Salt and Verde reservoir
system was currently 78% full; and, that the combined SRP Salt and
Verde reservoir system was 61% full at this time last year. Mr. Petty
reported that the District sold about 2,200 AF of water duting January as
compared to about 1,100 AF that had been budgeted. Mr. Petty
reported that the District pumped about 2,300 AF of groundwater
during January because the Main Pumping Plant and the CAP Pipeline
were down for repairs. The Water Committee report was accepted as
presented.

Ways & Means Committee: No report.

PROSPECTIVE SALT/VERDE SURFACE
WATER EXCHANGE AGREEMENTS

Mt. Mike Leonard reported that he had had pteliminary discussions with
Tim Bray who was representing landowners in the Rio Verde area. They
are interested in exchanging Verde surface water with the District. They
propose that the District let them withdraw water from the Verde River
for their domestic use and that the District then pump an equivalent
amount of groundwater to replace the surface water exchanged. The
District would charge them for the costs of pumping groundwater plus a
charge for the Verde surface water received by the landowners. Mr.
Leonard said that such an exchange is legal but he did not know yet if it

would be economical for both patties.
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
